PSR Lesson Plans

35 Minutes teaching time

Kindergarten

Previous experience: 

Students understand taking a bath to get clean.  

Lesson:
Show students the baptismal font.  Explain what is used in a baptism:


Shell (for pouring water over baby’s head)


Water in the font


Towel (to dry the baby) 


Small candle (lit from Easter Candle to show they belong to larger community)


White cloth (to show they are now cleansed)


Chrism Oil (to protect against Satan)

All this is used to get the soul clean from sin and to bring us into the body of Christ. 

There is a reason God made us.  He begins to tell us at our baptism.  Things are made for a reason.  


Show camera and ask them what it is made to do. 


Show cell phone and ask them what it is made to do.


Show pillow and ask them what it is made to do.

After they explain what it is for, do something else with it that it is not intended for, but would still work. Example, each could be used as a door stop or a paper weight. Ask them if that is what it is designed to do. 

Our bodies can do a lot of things (play game of Simon Says and show them things they can do with their bodies.)  Some things we cannot do with our bodies (Include these in Simon Says or do a new Simon Says game) for example, we can’t hang upside from the ceiling unless we use something to help us.  We cannot fly unless we use something else. Etc. 

We are also able to do things we are not designed to do; that is called sin. Examples would be breaking playground rules or rules your parents set up. Can be done, but to do them would be sinful. 

We are designed to do certain things; the real reason we were brought into the world is to find and then live out our vocation.  To begin to live out our vocation, we do good things with our bodies; have students give examples.
